Additional Analyses:
Additional information was analyzed for those respondents in Groups A, B & C who indicated that their overall rating of OVR was “very poor”. This resulted in a total of 46 people (four people in Group A,  20 people in Group B, and 22 people in Group C). Overall, these respondents were older (45.1 versus 39.9 years old) and represented a larger percentage of African Americans (23.9% versus 15.5% in the total sample). Over 60% of those who rated OVR as “very poor” had a physical primary impairment. Of those in Group A, all four respondents were employed. Because there were only 4 in Group A, there was very little to gain from additional analysis.
